Heidelberg High School Teen Clinic

Heidelberg High School is fortunate to receive medical support from our local medical community through the on-site “Teen Clinic”.  This allows for routine medical services during the school day thereby avoiding missed school time and work day interruptions for appointments.  

Services are provided by Heidelberg Clinic Staff that includes a Pediatrician, Registered Nurse and medic. Appointments are available at the High School on a selected day of the week.  The School Nurse will facilitate appointments for any currently enrolled students.

Services:

· Sports Physicals

· Physical examinations and Preventive Health Care including well-woman exams

· Treatment for acute illnesses such as colds, sore throats, sinus problems, skin rashes and minor joint injury and pain

· Treatment for chronic conditions such as migraines, asthma, acne, and other skin problems

· Follow-Up for ADHD and other medical conditions 

· Medication management

· Immunizations

· Routine Laboratory Testing

Eligibility: 

· All currently enrolled students ages 13-23 years of age who posses a valid ID card and have been registered through Tri-Care (Quick Enrollment for civilians required at the hospital Tri-Care Office, clinic building-second floor). 
· Students 14 years of age and younger need signed parent permission to be seen at the Teen Clinic (usually signed at school registration)

Charges:

· No cost for care for all children of active duty or retired military sponsors
· Children of DOD civilians are charged at Teen Services rate (consult the hospital cashier for details @ CIV 06221-17-2664 or DSN 371-2664)

· Sports Physicals/ College/Youth Services/Day Care physicals are free of charge regardless of pay status

· Immunizations required for school enrollment are free of charge 
· Laboratory Testing done in conjunction with physical exam will be charged as indicated
Appointments:

· Appointments are required

· Students can make appointments before and after school and during student lunch times with the school nurse in Room 138.
· Parents can request appointments by calling the school nurse. CIV 06221-57-8230 or DSN 370-8230. Please consult with your student to determine the best time for your student to leave class during the school day on a Blue or Gold day. (If the student’s schedule is unknown, the student may have to make the appointment in person.)  
· Students are given a Teen Clinic Appointment slip the day before or morning of their appointment. This slip is provided to the classroom teacher and allows for release from class to attend the appointment. The Teen Clinic will then sign the slip for the student to return to class.
